Board Meeting Minutes

A motion was made by Elmer to approve the minutes; seconded by Lou and the motion carried.

Barry Bindi wanted information on Winter road maintenance, ie., which roads were cared for first,  what the salting system was, and the possibility of salting the lower roads.  The board felt that George had a good handle on the salting.

Discussion:

1. Joe stated that the plans for getting access to public water have been approved by Tuckaleechee Water, but still have not been approved by the State. Establishing the voting population is still in process.  A committee of Elmer, Reid, Lou and Steve volunteered to go through the database to accomplish this and plans are to meet January 29.   Reid will see which property owners are on wells.   If a tap is not accessible, that property owner is not on the list to vote.

2. Still no decision on the King/Marsh property.

3. A motion was made by Reid and seconded by Elmer to authorize Melanie to get a declaratory judgment against Susan King regarding her overdue dues, and let a judge decide.  The motion passed. 

4. Joe will contact Blount County 911 to get recommendation for house numbers.  Joe and Steve are working on the project.  A bid will be given to Allen Doyle and George to install the numbers.  Joe is in the process of getting the actual number of signs needed.

5. There was a discussion of obtaining property for a community park in Laurel Valley.  There are as many as 4 or 5 locations from which to choose.  

6. Elmer would like comments from the board regarding shoulder trimming in order to update the standards to include safety and environmental standards and to help fully inform all the residents.  A write up will be presented at the next meeting. 

Reports:

Data Base:  Lou gave the board a computer that can be accessed outside of the gatehouse.  The data base will always be current.

Security:  Attempts are being made to control speeding in Laurel Valley with radar gun.  A quote of $8k was obtained for an automatic exit gate.  A motion was made to be put in the 2009-2010 budget for the gate, seconded by Elmer. 

Architectural:  The new architectural review standards are on the LVPOA web page.

Road & Compactor:  There is a road defect on Hawkview.  Elmer will get an estimate to repair the problem.

Treasurer:  The treasury has $75k left over until the end of the year, and only$28k left in the emergency fund.  There is a need to build up the reserve. 

President:  No Report.

Secretary:  No Report.

Actions:

1. Each board member is to come to next meeting with name/s of person/s for nomination to the open board member positions to be elected at the next annual meeting.

2. Echo is to go out by March l.

3. Joe Lane is to be called to keep the back gate locked.

Parking Lot:  Feasibility of a study of mapping out the roads in Laurel Valley.

Meeting was dismissed at 9:00.
